SUMMARY. “Remarkable aspects about antimicrobian security during pregnancy and breastfeeding”. Taking in-
to account both the critical damage that antimicrobial can cause in pregnant women and the possible conse-
guences on the fetus and the neonate, the fetal, placental and maternal considerations that should be taken into
consideration during the exposure of the mother to antimicrobial therapy during pregnancy are presented. The
ways in which antimicrobials can influence upon the development of the fetus are also explained. The summary
of the classification categories of the Food and Drugs Administration (FDA) for each type of antimicrobia drug
and the possible administration of these drugs during pregnancy and lactation are presented in tables. The side ef-
fects of these medications during pregnancy and lactation are also explained in detail.
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
