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150° Aniversario de la Creacion de la Carrera de Farmaciaen
la Facultad de Medicina de la Universidad de Buenos Aires, Argentina
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RESUMEN. Por decreto del 24 de abril de 1854 el gobierno ar gentino autoriz6 a la Facultad de Medicina
de Buenos Airesa matricular alumnos de Farmacia, quedando asi |a ensefianza oficial dela Farmacia bajo
lainmediata direccion y patrocinio de la misma. En 1856 se crea la Asociacion Far macéutica Bonaerensey
en base a laintervencion de esta entidad, en 1863 se firmé un convenio por el cual la Facultad de Medicina
le concedia la creacion de dos cétedras, la de Farmacologia y la de Historia Natural. Se origina luego un
periodo de formacion en e que sobresalen los perfiles de Miguel Puiggari y Carlos Murray. Surgen a con-
tinuacién otras dos figuras notables: Juan Antonio Boeri y José Manuel Irizar. Més tarde se destacan Mi-
guel Puiggari (h) primeroy luego Juan A. Sanchez. El 23 de mayo de 1957, el Consegjo Universitario voto
favorablemente la creacién de la nueva Facultad de Farmacia y Bioquimica independiente de la de M edi-
cina.

SUMMARY. “150th Anniversary of the Creation of the Career of Pharmacy in the Faculty of Medicine of Buenos
Aires’. By decree of April 24th, 1854, the argentine government authorized the Faculty of Medicine of Buenos
Airesto register students of Pharmacy. The official teaching of Pharmacy, depended, in that way, on the immedi-
ate direction and sponsorship of the Faculty of Medicine. In 1856 the “Asociacion Farmacéutica Bonaerense”
was founded, and based on its intervention, in 1863 an agreement was signed, by wich the Faculty of Medicine
allowed the creation of two chairs in it: Pharmacology and Natural History. After this, a period of formation be-
gan; the professors that excelled were Miguel Puiggari and Carlos Murray. Two other relevant professors
emerged after them: Juan Antonio Boeri and José Manuel Irizar. Later, Miguel Puiggari (h) first and Juan A.
Sanchez then, stood out. On May 23rd, 1957 the University Council decided the creation of the new Faculty of
Pharmacy and Biochemistry, independent of the Medicine one.
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
